MEDICATIONS

DO NOT BRING

Cell phones (your child will be able to use a chaperone's cell phone to call
you multiple times on the trip)

Electronics (e.g., headphones, video games, iPod, iPad, Apple/Samsung
watch,, etc.)

Food (all food -- we will provide more food and shacks than we can possibly
eat --). We are planning to purchase food with allergies in mind.

Very nice clothes or shoes (they will get dirty)

NOTES

1.

All items need to be packed in the school duffel bag and backpack (which will
be given prior to the trip). No additional purses/bags/luggage are allowed.

Sleeping bags and pillows should be labeled and packed inside a garbage
bag.

In the backpack, students need to pack their water bottles and journal
(provided by St. Marcus).

Please pack lotions and shampoos in Ziploc bags or waterproof containers.

Contents of the duffel and backpack are subject to inspection at any point
during the trip.
